Onceregrouped we then set off to our first stop at Point Plomer via Point Plomer Rd. Due to the excessive amount:
coffee and roller coaster type driving we had a toilet break 1 hour into the trip. Many of our group had not visited tt
area but quickly ralised why Point Plomer is such a popular camping spot with great surfing, fishing with a
unbelievable view. From here we proceeded onto Limeburners Creek for morning tea.

The name Limeburners is derived from the early days of European settlemnemt oyster shells from the creek were
burned in prodigious numbers to produce lime for mortar. Free settlers moved into the area in the 1830s when |

penal settlement at Port Macquarie was wound down. The area adjacent the creek was declared thedlit&i@l® in
1881 though returns seem to have been insubstantial.

From Limeburners Creek we set off to Crescent Head passing the picturesque Racecourse Headland Camping grout
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Once in Crescent Head we undertook a real estates tour of the town heswlwvagds the water reservoir on Skyline
Cres where we posed for a group photo.

Of some historic interest is the sinking of the S.S. Wollongbar torpedoed by the Japanese off Crescent head on 29
1943 with a loss of 32 lives.

From Crescent Head waet off to Hat Head via Loftus Rd and into the Hat Head National Park having turned off .
McQuires Crossing Rd. We then turned into Tea Tree Lane and Russells Trail which presented some very intere
4wdring through sandy trails with plenty of natiflera to gaze at. With some time up our sleave we decided to turn
into Hungry Rd to check out Hungry Gate Camping Area. Fortunately we had Janet there to sweet talk the local ra
who allowed us to trip around the area.

We then headed off to the Hddead Bowlo for lunch.

Following lunch we then had a nice swim in the river snorkelling and chasing fish. At 2pm sharp we took off :
retraced our tracks back to Crescent Head. Once in Crescent Head we turned right to take the alternate routi@ home
the Maria River Rd. This road also had its challenges which tended to coincide with the respective councils owner:
